Good eyesight is very important 
for learning. Children need to be able to see well in order to read, write, look at the board and take part 
fully in lessons. 
 
If a child cannot see clearly, they may squint, rub their eyes or find it hard to focus, which can make 
learning more difficult. 
 
All children under the age of 16 are entitled to a free NHS eye test. If your child needs glasses, you will 
also receive an NHS voucher to help pay for the frames and lenses. 
 
If your child has not had their eyes tested recently, please contact your local optician to book an 
appointment.
